2021 WET SEASON GENERAL GUIDELINES
I. Rationale
[bookmark: _Hlk52285936]What is the “Fertilizer Derby: Masaganang Ani at Mataas na Kita Challenge?

[bookmark: _Hlk52285971]The Fertilizer Derby aims to determine the best nutrient management package of technology in achieving high productivity and cost-effectiveness of rice farming in a profitable, sustainable, and environmentally-safe manner towards the attainment of our vision of a “Rice Secure Philippines”. This initiative also aims to provide opportunities for all players in the rice sector to show what can be done to improve yield and possibly reduce environmental pollution and contribute partly to the goals of sustainable development.

“Fertilizer Derby: Masaganang Ani at Mataas na Kita Challenge” supports the goal of a “Food Secure Philippines” Program in making our farmers prosperous. This demonstration trial means that together, we want to evaluate the type of results that each participant considers as reasonable and ultimately successful, under the conditions that currently exist in the local area or region. For instance, if you have an expectation of a 100% yield increase, or can reduce normal input cost, then even before we start, we know we should be able to meet that expectation. Thus, this fertilizer derby.

II. Contest Participation
A. Who Can Join?
1. Fertilizer companies, individual farmers, farmer groups, agricultural suppliers, seed companies, NGOs, P/MLGUs, civil societies, state colleges and universities.
2. Only ten (10) participants per demonstration trial station can join the contest.
3. PhilRice Branch Stations 


B. Selection of Participants and Registration
1. Registration and workplan forms may be personally picked up from any PhilRice station. These forms may be submitted to nearest PhilRice station or via email: fertilizerderby@gmail.com and wbcollado@philrice.gov.ph
2. Registration period for WS2021: May 15, 2021. The organizers will not accept entries after the registration period.
3. The PhilRice organizing committee will then select from the pool of applicants the 10 official participants for every station.
4. Participants using verified and commercially available/accessible technologies and joining in more than one (1) station will be given priority.
5. Selected participants for the competition will receive a notification letter from the contest organizers to attend a briefing. After the briefing or on an agreed date, they are expected to complete the following requirements:
· Registration form
· Workplan, calendar of activities, and projected cost of production
· List of inputs and package of technologies
· Acceptance letter
· Contract of Participation in the Derby

C. Categories: All FPA-approved fertilizer products (inorganic, organic, or combination) and/or new fertilizer management protocols 


III. Mechanics

A. Field Demo
1. Each entry will be planted in a 1,000 square meter field. Each field is separated by a space of at least three (3) meters. The space will also serve as buffer and seedbed area.
2. PhilRice will provide the field and the rice variety for the field trial. Plot numbers/designated area will be given to the participants through draw lots. 
3. The product performance trial will be done for 4 consecutive seasons (2 wet and 2 dry) to assess the replicability of the results. 
4. The control check will be the farmers practice in the respective province. PhilRice will also establish and implement its own best nutrient management technology. 
5. PhilRice will implement the fertilizer/nutrient management technology of the participants in the presence of their representatives. 
6. Companies are requested to bring their products from local Agri-suppliers and present their proof of purchase to PhilRice.
7. Common fertilizer (i.e. 14-14-14, 46-0-0, 21-0-0 and 0-0-60) will be provided by PhilRice.
8. The overall care and maintenance of each field shall be the same for all participating companies, except when the cultural management is highly relevant to the nutrient management technology. PhilRice will provide field workers to do the overall care and maintenance with respect to cleanliness, pest and water management of the area.
9. The participants are also responsible to inform the organizers should there be any changes in the originally submitted work plan. All field activities, including seed establishment (seed bed), should be done at the stations. The participants will not be allowed to conduct activities without being accompanied by PhilRice project staff.
10. In case the participant intends to withdraw from the evaluation trial, a written request should be filed. Abandoned entries will be taken over by PhilRice. 
11. A field plot label, containing the name of participants and fertilizer product, will be provided by PhilRice for the whole duration of the evaluation trial. 
12. The participants are required to disclose every input and costing for their entry. They are only allowed to use commercially available/accessible technologies with verifiable price. Participants joining in more than one (1) station may or may not use the same package of technologies. 
13. PhilRice will designate a team to monitor the implementation and record all the activities (and changes) that will be conducted by the participant. All data gathered will be concurred by the participants by affixing their signatures in the datasheet provided. 
14. The actual yield from each participant will be taken from the whole assigned area. Crop cut and yield component sampling as well as harvesting time will be based on crop stand of the entry. Yield will be expressed in t/ha at 14% moisture content. The rice harvest will be turned over to PhilRice. 




B.  Rice Productivity and Profitability
1. The whole rice area of each participant will be harvested and processed by PhilRice and shall be done in the presence of each participant to make sure that PhilRice and all the participants agree with the procedure. Yield will be computed at 14% moisture content while cost will be based on the standardized cost and returns form. This will be done every season and the final results of the evaluation will cover all the trial seasons. 
2. In case of uncontrollable circumstances (crops damaged by typhoons and other natural calamities) that result in crop failure, the project management must first declare that the results in the particular station/s will be void for the purpose of the competition. 
3. Results of the trials will be forwarded to the DA Office of the Secretary as reference materials for policy and other purposes.

C. Grounds for disqualification
1. An act which can constitute deceit, fraud, misrepresentation, and others of the same nature (e.g. implementation of any field operation in the absence of the monitoring/documentation team, failure to disclose field operations, inputs or other farming operations to PhilRice, and maliciously publish, directly or indirectly, any information/document related to the competition without proper authority, or before they have been officially published). 
2. Sabotage of other competing entries.
3. Bribery (directly or indirectly).
4. Abandonment of entry (two weeks without communication).
5. A communication (written or verbal) will be sent to participants as warning that guidelines have been violated. In the even that grave misconduct or repeated acts were done as outlined in items 1-4, the participant/s will be banned from participating in the derby.
